COMMITTEES, BOARDS AND COMMISSIONS

The City of Jennings has authorized the establishment of many different committees, boards and commissions that allow residents to have input into city decision-making.

Some committees are permanent; they may meet on a regular basis or meet as needed. Other committees are temporary, formed to study a specific issue and make a recommendation to the City Council; when the issue is resolved, the committee is no longer active.  The committees that are currently active are these:

Plan Commission – meets monthly on the first Thursday evening. Reviews Special Use Permit applications and liquor license applications and makes recommendations to the City Council regarding their approval.   Conducts site visits when necessary to determine whether a proposed business is appropriate or desirable for the community. Reviews matters related to zoning.

Safety Committee - meets monthly on the third Monday morning to review accidents and incidents by city employees to determine if they were preventable, and look for ways to reduce future accidents, incidents and losses.

Board of Trustees of the Police & Firemens’s Pension Fund – meets quarterly on the second Wednesday morning. Responsible for the management and administration of the pension fund and its’ investments.

Solid Waste Committee – meets as needed to discuss trash and recycling services;

reviews bids for providing trash services to the city, and makes recommendations to the  City Council.

Board of Adjustment – meets as needed.  Upon application, hears appeals to the zoning ordinance concerning use, construction, or alteration of buildings or structures, or the use of land, when the strict application of the ordinance would impose practical difficulties or hardships on the property owner.

Friends of the Park -  individually monitor usage and needs of Koeneman Park.  Regular participants will be will be invited to an annual appreciation event.

Equal Opportunity Committee – meets as needed to review any complaints filed with the city over hiring practices.

Human Rights Commission - meets as needed to review written complaints of discrimination.

TIF Commission - meets as needed to review and make recommendations regarding requests for Tax Increment Financing.

Some committees are governed by state law or city ordinance, and there may be requirements that committee members must meet.  Other committees can have any interested citizen as a member.  The committee members are all volunteers who donate their time for the betterment of their community.

The City Clerk’s office keeps a list of residents who are interested in filling any future vacancies in the membership of these committees.  If you are interested in serving on any of the committees, we would like to hear from you.  You will be asked to fill out a form, giving us information about yourself, so that volunteers can be matched to the committees for which they are most qualified.
